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Standard Chemicals in the Cleanroom
General chemicals
The following chemicals are available in every laboratory in the cleanroom: 
· Aceton
· Isopropanol (IPA, 2-propanol)
· Ethanol 96%
· Ethanol absolute
Aceton and IPA are available in small squirt bottles in almost every fumehood. These are intended for cleaning, and the bottles may be refilled from larger storage bottles present in the nearest chemicals cupboard.  
Ethanol must be requisitioned and signed for separately, due to the possibility of misuse. Requisition form is available on request from the Chemicals Responsible person. 
The following chemicals may be available in certain laboratories on a case-by-case basis. Should you need them, contact the Chemicals Responsible person.
· Ammonia (ammonium hydroxide)
· Hydrochloric acid
· Nitric acid
· Potassium hydroxide
· Sulphuric acid
